
This month, I would
like to ask the
interesting question:
Why do people go, or

NEED or WANT
DENTISTRY
ere are two main types of
treatment – NEED dentistry i.e.

dentistry i.e. something a person
wants e.g. to improve their
smile, or to have dental implants
to replace a loose denture.

EMBARRASSMENT
Some people are actually
embarrassed with their dental
condition and their smile. ey
may have neglected their mouth
for various reasons and then feel
really embarrassed to even visit a
dentist. A caring and
understanding dentist can
reassure such a person that there
is actually no need to feel
embarrassed because with the
appropriate dental care, the
mouth can be quickly made
healthy and a person’s
confidence restored with an
attractive smile. All discussions
and records are in total
confidence.

FEAR
Research has shown that four
out of five adults have some level
of anxiety when visiting a
dentist. is figure is really quite
high. Often people have had one
or more bad experiences in the

past (often as a child), and this
can put them off completely
from going to the dentist.
Without the right preventive
advice and dental care, the
dental condition deteriorates
over time, compounding
problems for the future. is
then leads to more
embarrassment and lack of
confidence.

LONGEVITY
People want their treatment to
last a long time. is avoids
repeat dentistry and keeps the
dental fees to a minimum.
However, this important goal
can only be achieved if a number
of things happen. e patient
must be motivated to look after
the mouth and have excellent
diet and a very good oral
hygiene regime. e dentist that
does the treatment must be
skilled and knowledgeable so
that perfectly designed and well
fitting restorations are made.
